Step 1:(Carefully read all instructions
before installation). To remove the OEM
exhaust system, you will first need to cut the
pipe behind the muffler before it goes over
the axle. You can then disengage the welded
hangers from the rubber insulators and
remove the tailpipe. Unfasten the muffler
inlet from the catalytic converter at the clamp
junction. Do not damage or discard the OEM
fasteners or rubber insulators, as they will be
reused to mount the new system. Disengage
the muffler hangers and remove it from the
vehicle. Now you can install your new
MAGNAFLOW performance exhaust system.

Step 2: Install the new inlet pipe at the ball
