Remove all five welded hangers 
from the rubber insulators and remove the 
exhaust. Do not damage the fasteners or rubber 
insulators as they will be used to install the new 
MagnaFlow system.
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Step 1. To remove the OEM exhaust system 
first unplug the electrical connector at the 
exhaust valves. 

Step 3. Once the exhaust is off of the vehicle 
remove the valve motors from the muffler 
assembly and transfer it over to the new 
MagnaFlow exhaust valve assembly using the 
factory hardware.
