Loosely Install both Tail Pipe Assemblies using
the supplied 2.50" clamps. Engage the welded hangers
to the Hanger Bracket Assemblies using the supplied
rubber insulators.

Once a final position have been choden for the
new exhaust system, evenly tighten all clamps from front
to rear using the torque specifications on page one of
these instructions. Inspect all fasteners after 25-50 miles
if operation and re-tighten if necessary.
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
